HISPAL EPISCOPAL SCHOOL AS A CENTER OF EDUCATION IN VISIGOTHIC SPAIN

This article discusses the problems of the organization and activities of episcopal schools. The process of the origin and
formation of one of the first educational schools in Western Europe is shown. It is also worth noting that a similar organization
of the VII century. implied the integration of intellectual life in the life of society and the country. The rise of such an educational
level in the Visigoth kingdom was reinforced by the activities of an educated clergyman and Roman intellectual tradition.

The article attempts to trace the formation of the first universities in Europe.

It was in such institutions that a type of educated person was produced that met the requirements of that era, mastered
knowledge not only to serve God, but also to replenish and transfer this knowledge in the interests of science itself.

This article reveals the principles of medieval Christian education, reflecting the main stages of the organization of the
school and highlighting the seven main disciplines that were studied at all stages. In conclusion, it was noted that gradually, on
the basis of episcopal and monastery schools appeared universities until the 15th century. Classes at universities continued
throughout the day (from 5:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.). The main form of training was lecturing by a professor.

The year 476 is considered by historians as a milestone in the history of Western Europe. This year the Western Roman Empire
ceased to exist and the history of medieval Europe itself began. Migration of Germanic tribes of the 5th-6th centuries influenced the
level of ancient culture. However, the decline of culture and education did not happen, which will be reflected in this article. Of course,
we cannot deny the shifts in the socio-economic development of Western Europe associated with the transition to subsistence farming
and the disruption of economic and cultural ties. The consequence of these phenomena was the extreme limited horizons of the
people of that time, but the clergy nevertheless preserved and passed on knowledge to the next generations.

Consider the thesis that in the early Middle Ages the decline in education and culture was associated with a significant in-
fluence and dominance of church-feudal ideology in Western Europe, the bearer of which was the Catholic Church.

The development of medieval education is associated with the development of church education, since knowledge was
necessary for teaching church dogma, the mastery of which was required for people who wanted to be baptized, and church
servants in the fight against heretics and pagans. The church took over the issues of education and upbringing, formed a new
type of school - Christian, where Latin became the language of instruction. The pedagogical ideas of the Middle Ages considered
the world as a “school of Christ”, in which the meaning of the life of every person is knowledge of God.

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THE ESSENCE OF COMPARATIVE EDUCATION AS A SCIENCE IN THE AMERICAN PEDAGOGICAL THOUGHT.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the essence of comparative pedagogy as a science that exists in American pedagogical
thought, to find out its leading categories, namely: subject, object, tasks, methods, approaches and functions. It has been found
that the subject of comparative studies is that American specialists consider the education systems of different countries, and
the object and the state and main tendencies of development of education in the modern world. The main tasks of comparative
pedagogy are: defining common features, similarities and differences between different educational systems; identifying factors
that influence the development of educational systems; planning and forecasting education in different countries.

In particular, it has been found that comparative education is a multidisciplinary science and uses both methods of scientific
cognition (theoretical and experimental-empirical) and methods of related sciences (comparative, descriptive, historical, statistical,
structural, etc.). It is proved that the methodological basis of comparative studies is the following approaches: civilizational, an-
thropological, synchronous and diachronic. The study of scientific and pedagogical works shows that scientists distinguish the
following functions of comparative pedagogy: explanatory, prognostic, theoretical, practical, international-integration.

On the basis of scientific and pedagogical literature, the methodology of conducting comparative and pedagogical re-
searches by well-known American comparatives has been investigated, namely: A. Anderson, G. Bereday, M. Ekstein, 1. Kandel
and H. Noah.
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Itis established that Kandel’s methodology consists of four parts, namely: problem identification; explanation and interpreta-
tion; comparative analysis; formulation of the principle and development of the philosophy of education.

It is found that the method proposed by G. Bereday consists of two parts: country and comparative.

It is proved that the structure of comparative-pedagogical research of H. Noah and M. Ekstein consists of the following
steps: identification of the problem, which causes the corresponding data; formulating previous hypotheses in the form of judg-
ments about the relationship between two or more variables; defining concepts and indicators such as “openness” in education;
selection of objects for study; data collection; data processing; attracting results to validate hypotheses and formulate a theory
that will make the judgments correct and accurate.

The three-stage process of organizing a comparative study of Arnold Anderson is presented, namely: defining models of
interconnections between different aspects of educational systems; development of system typology, study of features of different
educational systems; identifying relationships between educational, sociological, economic, and other factors.
